	a. To prepare, a skills assessment and survey will be done to better understand the scope needed for the class, what will be taught, and what skills will be evaluated to assess immediate outcomes

b. Project librarians will develop and present Web searching skills training sessions and additional training materials* for school nurses.  One aspect of the training will be information and exercises in how to tell high quality information on the Web, especially health information.
