1. Information about the Virginia Information Prescription Project
2. About MedlinePlus. Mplus is a premier source for health information for patients, family and friends. Developed by the National Library of Medicine, an institute at the National Institutes of Health, Medlineplus contains Internet links to over 600 health topics. NLM follows a strict set of guidelines when selection resources and links for Mplus. Each web page must contain quality, authoritative, and reliable information. 
3. Open MEDLINEplus from the CHEC Web site. The url to use for this training is: http://medlineplus.gov/
4. Open "Interactive Tutorials" - Hypertension
Return to MEDLINEplus home page.

5. Open the "Health Topics" section

Point out the "Easy to Read" list and open "Hypertension"

Back to "Health Topics" section and choose "Hypertension from the alphabetical list.

Open the NLM "Hypertension" webliography, pointing out the topical sections

Go to the "Treatment" section and open a link

6. From the "tab" at the top of the Web page, open "Drug Information".

MedMaster = ASHP information for patients

USP-DI= United States Pharmacopoeia Drug Information - Advice for the Patient

Go to "L" - choose "Lisinopril", explain that Lisinopril is the Brand name and the drug information is listed under the "generic" name.

Go to the section on side effects.

7. From the "tab" at the top of the Web page, choose "Encyclopedia".

Excellent for illustrations - open "fetal development" and "ear tubes" from alphabetical list.

8. From the "tab" at the top, choose "Dictionary"

Search "hypertension."

9. From the 'tab" at the top, choose "News"

Point out that this is a chronological list of health news.  

"News" can be searched by subject by opening the NLM Webliography on a topic in the "Health Topics" section.

10. From the "tab" at the top, open the "Directories" section. -- Point out the AMA Physician Select (basic info) and DocFinder for Virginia.
11. From the "tab" at the top, select "Other Resources.  Open "Libraries", -- Click on "Virginia" on map.  Scroll library listings, point out CHEC.
12. Go to MEDLNEplus Home Page.  Click on "Espanol". Open the 'Tutoriales Interactivos" in Spanish.
13. Go to "Buscar" (search) window and type "cerebral palsy". -- (This demonstrates that it is possible to search by the English term and find the Spanish language information. FYI - This feature is important to me!)
14. Questions and hands-on.
