Build a search: ethical issues raised by the deaf community regarding cochlear implants


1. From PubMed’s home page, go to the drop-down database selector menu and choose NLM Catalog from the list. 

2. Leave the search box empty and click on Search.

3. Click on the Broad Subject Term link in the middle column under NLM Catalog Tools. 

4. Click on Audiology. 

5. Now, go to Limits (the link is under the search box) and in the Journal Subset area on the right, select Journals Currently Indexed in MEDLINE, scroll to bottom of page and click Search.

6. Look for Find Related Data on right side of page.
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7. To send all journals from the results list to PubMed, choose PubMed from the drop-down menu and click on Find Items.

8. You are now back in PubMed. Click on the Advanced link at the top of the page, look at History, and you will see the journal search you just did in the NLM catalog.

9. Go back to PubMed’s home page, make sure your search box is empty and enter the search terms: cochlear implants. Run the search.

10.  Apply the Bioethics filter from the sidebar.

11. Go back to Advanced Search.
