PubMed is the NLM's premier bibliographic database that contains references to journal articles in the life sciences with a concentration on biomedicine. The database contains citations from 1950 to the present, with some older material. PubMed links provide access to full-text articles at journal Web sites and other related Web resources. My NCBI allows users to customize PubMed, save searches, and automatically email updates.

A commercial website, primarily for specialists, primary care physicians, and other health professionals, the website provides medical information and educational tools. 
MedlinePlus http://medlineplus.gov/ 
MedlinePlus directs consumers to information to help answer health questions. MedlinePlus brings together authoritative information from the National Library of Medicine (NLM), the National Institutes of Health (NIH), and other government agencies and health-related organizations. Some featured web pages are: Easy to Read; Interactive Health Tutorials; Medical Encyclopedia; and Drugs, Supplements, and Herbal Information. Also available in Spanish.

Created by the Nemours Foundation's Center for Children's Health Media, KidsHealth provides doctor-approved health information about children from before birth through adolescence. The site is divided into separate areas for kids, teens, and parents with accurate, up-to-date, and jargon-free health information. Available in both English and Spanish.
