Meeting Notes

Agenda Items
1. Welcome and Introductions:
Attendees introduced themselves.

2. TAC Quarterly Web Conference via Adobe Connect:
KK demonstrated Adobe Connect and said that the RML plans to use it for web meetings. It works with a webcam and uses a telephone line, and is free to join. KK then called for topics and a potential agenda for a mid-November meeting for the Tech Advisory Group. The first meeting will be on Thursday, Nov. 13th from 10-11 a.m. CST.

3. Technology Class Offerings:
The RML usually needs 10 people registered for a class to happen. The Podcasting, Geeks, Podcasting, Website Usability and Super Searcher classes were discussed. Many of these classes have newer content as they are continuously updated. Also, in development is a modular workshop; which will be a class in sections – small topics with mix & match content. Dreamweaver, educational needs assessment, screencasting were all mentioned as possible future topics.

The possibility of reviving the PDA class was discussed, with content on iPhones and other handhelds to be included. Many libraries are having issues with support and the variability of platforms and hardware. Education is needed on downloadable resources. It was asked if buying advice could be included, such as: things to consider, screen size, connection type, battery life. As well as where to find free applications and how to install them.

It was asked if the RML ever uses a university’s existing videoconferencing systems to reach more people. This would allow instructors to reach remote sites that cannot muster 10 students for a class. How about creating a factsheet with information from all the Resource Libraries with software, hardware, and associated fees?

4. Technology Funding Opportunities:
KK promoted the course development award. The RML gives out $3000 for an individual to develop a course that the RML can then teach. Deadline is February 2, 2009. Recipients have one year from the time of the award to complete the project.

Mobile Health Education Project Award was discussed. This award funds $6000 for the purchase of laptops, wireless cards, etc. And the deadline is also February 2, 2009. Just past (and available again next year – with deadlines of August 2009) are the Information Access Improvement Award for $5000; there were 3 sites awarded this year in Shreveport. The Library Technology Award for $20,000 which only goes to full network members.

Ideas were discussed to make these awards more relevant or useful. Perhaps the Mobile Technology award could be redeveloped; it’s often confused with the Information Access Improvement Award and the Outreach one. A website award was proposed but that idea was not thought feasible as websites are recurring costs rather than one time expenditures. It was then suggested that perhaps this could be a class offering: web presence on a shoestring. Also a class on funding opportunities was suggested.

Other awards suggested were for online course management software or the purchase of other relevant software, such as regonline or EZproxy from OCLC. Also special needs awards might work, like technology for disasters (think the “vanilla” website used by HAM-TMC) or something targeted at rural health units.

5. NN/LM SCR Web Site:
Everyone should be subscribed to Blogadillo. The Technology Fact Sheets need to be reviewed and updated. Ideas were collected on new topics. Dana volunteered to create a sheet for EZProxy; KK said she would do the videoconferencing one; Joy said she would do one on presenting from PDAs. Jennifer offered to revise Copyright of Electronic Materials. Luke offered to do PDA purchase guidelines. Other suggestions were: security, technology essentials for disasters, webconferencing. Ones to be revised from the current NN/LM website are:
