Currently the wmv has been embedded in the PowerPoint slides at the beginning of the consumer section of the second set of slides.

However, whether or not it works will depend on the computer media files.  AHRQ has sent the following information to link the slide to a file on your thumb drive.  The slide currently numbered

NOTE:  DO NOT STOP playing the embedded video once it starts or you may freeze the PowerPoint.

In an effort to make sure we can all participate in this effort, the video and a “Questions are the Answer” slide that can easily and quickly be linked to the video are attached. Here are instructions for set up and use:

A USB thumb drive makes this process very easy.

 

Instructions to assure playability of the video content:

  
1) When you are developing your presentation, insert the “Questions are the Answer” slide in the appropriate position.

2) Download your presentation and the video into one folder and place it on a thumb drive

3) Open the PowerPoint file and go to the slide titled “Questions are the Answer”

4) While in slideshow view, click on the image on the slide to get the video to begin

5) If the video does not start, you will to re-link the video to the slide

a) Go out of slide show view (click on view/normal)

b) Right click on the image and then click Action Settings

c) Select Hyperlink/other file and then browse to the folder with the video and presentation, and click on the video

d) Click OK 
6) Click on the image on the page…if the video plays and you hear sound, all is good. 

7) If there is a problem and you get an error message, please contact me, so I can easily walk you through the issue.
You can now run the presentation from the thumb drive. If you prefer to download it onto the host computer, send the folder to the desktop and conduct a test. If it does not work, follow instructions a) through d) above.
