Envelope Messages
Print , cut and put these messages in envelopes with the search number marked on the envelope. 
1. Look for articles by CW Miller. CW is a researcher who specializes in gene changes in cancer.  

Hint: CW is located at Cedars-Sinai Medical Center; he does have a UCLA connection. CW is not a radiologist or veterinarian or cardiologist. Big hint: one of the PI’s (Priniciple Investigator) that he has worked with is HP Koeffler. 
2. A health educator wants to find articles about the dangers of Halloween such as poison in the candy, razors or needles in apples, or the screening of Halloween candy, etc. What other articles are you finding? 

Hint: Watch out for those fruit flies and Halloween genes! How can you get rid of them? 

3. Find articles about the MRSA Infections. MRSA stands for Methicillin Resistant Staphylococcus aureus.  
Hint: Methicillin-Resistant Staphylococcus aureus is a bacterial Mesh term. Notice also what year it was included in PubMed. How else can you search for this concept?  
4. We’re writing up a critical review article on mercury exposure (specifically methylmercury) and cardiovascular and other cardio related disease outcomes.  I think that we have everything, but the search was not originally done in a systematic manner but sporadically over time. Therefore, could you help and run a systematic search using the MeSH terms. We do want cardiovascular disease, hypertension, myocardial infarction, atherosclerosis, and stroke. 
Hint: Explore your mercury headings and subheadings. 
5. A School of Medicine professor is looking for “etiquette-based medicine,” that is, clinical courtesy with patients.  
Hint: Note this is not evidence-based medicine! Did you find the original article for this concept? What issues does this bring up? 
6. Can yoga be used for treating backaches? What is the evidence? 
Hint: Consider also "Muscle Stretching Exercises"[Mesh]. What subject headings are available for backaches?
