Please explore your settings in My NCBI: 

1. Set up 5 filters for PubMed searches

a. Set up 1 for a Subset.

b. Set up 1 of the Frequently Requested Filters.

c. Add a filter for your library if possible. If not, add some other library. 

d. Try searching for something in Search for Filters. You can put in a word such as Phoenix, or nursing, or Ovid or Ebsco. 
2. Change the highlighting color of the search terms in your results. 

3. Choose one of the display formats for single citations in PubMed. The default is Abstract Plus. 
4. Select some library icons to appear with your citations. 
5. Run a search, and save it in My NCBI. Then save a few citations into a new collection. 

6. Change the name of a saved search in My NCBI. 

7. My Bibliography in My NCBI is a place for you to collect your PubMed citations for your publications. Set one up for your name (or for someone who writes under your name and initials). 

8. Explore Shared Settings in My NCBI. Do you have a use for it in your library?
