Frequently Asked Questions:

1. Is there a limit to the number of people who can view the webinar?
a. No! An unlimited number of people can view the live webinar and recorded webinar (for 180 days). There is a limit to the number of people (25) who can get CE for attending.
2. So individuals no longer have to be present and in-person to join our sponsored webinar?
a. Correct! With a site license you can have as many people as you like watch the webinar live, remotely, or view the recording for up to 180 days. Although you can have an unlimited number of people view the webinar the GMR funding option only provides 25 codes for CE Credit, meaning only 25 individuals can claim CE for viewing the webinar.
