	Health Sciences Library SAG:  Focus
	Renae gave an overview of the NN/LM and how it relates to NLM and Health Sciences Libraries.
· National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NN/LM)– National Library of Medicine (NLM) – Health Sciences Librarians
· NN/LM Program is funded by NLM 
· Component of NLM’s outreach program to reduce health disparities & increase health information literacy
· Promote use of health information by health professionals, researchers, and the public
· Target Population:  Health Sciences Librarians
· To support health sciences librarians as conduits of information management, access, and delivery within their institution and outreach community
· By integrating NLM resources into education and practice
· By sponsoring programs that help librarians stay relevant w/in their institutions


	The focus of the HSL SAG is to help MAR with programming ideas that support HS librarians.  SAG members are encouraged to generate ideas and obtain feedback from colleagues on innovative ideas for health sciences librarians to integrate NLM resources into education and practice.  SAG members are encouraged to discuss with colleagues types of programs/prof development that will support them w/in their institutions.

	NLM Specialty Resources
	Michelle Burda and Elaina Vitale gave an overview of 2 NLM specialty resources that are hidden treasures that HS librarians may use to supplement licensed resources:  LiverTox and PillBox.  An open discussion occurred with regard to areas they are or could be promoting both resources.  
· The majority did not know about these – would be great ‘lunch and learn’ resources or could promo during grand rounds.
· [bookmark: _GoBack]They would benefit from promotional flyers that were eye-catching w/ pictures – ‘short and sweet’ – that HS librarians could put out via internal newsletters, library website, intranet, video display, handouts, and wallet size cards to print for health fairs.
· Suggestion for a resource guide that could be copied and shared with appropriate categories of when/where to use the resources – there are so many resources that not everyone knows about them or they may have heard about them but forgot.
	MAR will start by creating short promos for these 2 resources that will be shared at large through SAG members.  We will encourage HS librarians to promote these and let us know how they are doing so w/in their institutions.   
Renae going to find out if Drupal guides can be copied and shared and MAR will then explore resource guide. 

	Professional Development – existing CE opportunities
	Michelle Burda and Elaina Vitale gave an overview of 4 existing CE courses that they were updating to be offered over the winter months:  Food for Thought; Health Literacy its importance to You; ClinicalTrials.gov; and Caring for the Mind.

	Professional Development - exploration
	The group explored the idea of:
· a national journal club w/ regional breakouts for group discussion,
· quarterly information-sharing webinars similar to the HSLANJ innovations webinar,
· the possibility of a future un-conference – no topics discussed, just something to explore as a future professional development mechanism. 


	Journal club – MAR was approached by some other regions to pilot and Renae, Elaina, Michelle will proceed to include MAR in the pilot.
More discussions and exploration on quarterly innovative webinars and an un-conference will continue at future SAG meetings.  The group may determine specific topics that would appeal to both types of prof dev modes.

	Professional Development - topics
	SAG members were asked to query their respective chapters and library groups for professional development topic ideas.  We did not have time to examine this list and will look at it further during the next meeting. 
Renae did mention there is a national data management task force that is trying to figure out what types of programs NN/LM may offer.  They are working with NLM and NLMs strategic plan to determine what should be done that is not already being done?
