	Health Programming in Public Libraries
	The purpose of this award is to fund Community Based Organizations (CBOs) to incorporate MedlinePlus and information about the All of Us Research Program into existing health programming. Funded CBOs would then offer programs in public libraries within the Middle Atlantic Region (NY, PA, NJ and DE).

Eligibility:  
· Community Based Organizations having a 501(c)(3) status with the Internal Revenue Service (IRS), other than institutions of higher education and libraries
· Cooperative Extension Service
Eligible organizations must have existing health programming that is offered to the public and be Network members in the Middle Atlantic Region (Delaware, New Jersey, New York and Pennsylvania). Membership is free, and open to any organization that provides or promotes health information. Awards are cost-reimbursable and are issued to the institution and not an individual.

The mission of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NNLM) is to advance the progress of medicine, improve public health by providing U.S. health professionals with equal access to biomedical information, and improve individuals' access to information to enable them to make informed decisions about their health. The NNLM is vital in the National Library of Medicine (NLM) outreach efforts to health professionals and the public to increase awareness of, facilitate access to, and provide training in the use of NLM's web-based information resources.

Awards to NNLM MAR members help us achieve two National Network Performance Measures:

· Engage Network members in carrying out the mission of NNLM.
· Maintain a robust outreach and education program reaching the region’s communities and responsive to their needs.

This project also helps achieve the All of Us Community Engagement Network goal to:

· Coordinate and support community engagement and programming activities across NNLM regions, including activities to raise awareness of All of Us.

Background/Purpose: 
The NIH All of Us Research Program’s goal is to learn how differences between us might lead to different types of treatments. With a goal to have one million people participate in this study, researchers may use this information to improve the health for everyone. The purpose of this award is to fund Community Based Organizations to incorporate MedlinePlus and information about the All of Us Research Program into existing health programming. Funded CBOs would then offer programs in public libraries within the Middle Atlantic Region. Spanish site: El Programa Científico All of Us. 

In order to be funded, CBOs will need to:
· Have existing high quality health programming that can be adapted for public library audiences.  
· Be able to complete at least six in-person programs at two or more public libraries in their area between October 2019 and April 2020. 
CBOs will be able to use funding for staff time, travel, program materials and other program costs. Funding will not go to program development beyond what is necessary to incorporate MedlinePlus and All of Us Research Program materials. 

In addition to a funding application, CBOs will submit sample program materials for review for applicability and quality. 

Efforts will be made to fund programs throughout the region and that have the potential to reach populations Underserved by Research. 

NNLM MAR staff will work with funded programs to integrate relevant health information and NIH All of Us Research Program content into programs and to assist with making connections with local public libraries.

Note: Recruitment for the NIH All of Us Research Program is not required.

Project Proposal

Project Summary: A summary description to be placed on the NNLM website if approved for funding. Provide a short summary of the project, including the target audience and objectives. [2000 character limit]

Programming Description: Tell us about your organization and the kind(s) of health programming you offer. Describe the program you wish to offer public libraries. [4000 character limit]

Project Plan: Explain how the program can be adapted to a public library audience. The short project timeline requires timely outreach to public libraries, describe how you plan to connect with and schedule programs at your targeted public libraries. MAR staff will assist in making connections and will distribute available programs and contact info to public libraries in the region. Presentation slides and handout materials about the All of Us Research Program and relevant MedlinePlus health topics will be provided by MAR. MAR staff will host webinar information sessions on reporting requirements. Acknowledge that you will include awareness of All of Us Research Program and relevant MedlinePlus health topics into your program and share how you might do so. [4000 character limit]

Timeline: Provide an estimated timeline for the project. (Project must be completed by April 30, 2020 - no exceptions)

Personnel: List persons who will work on this project, their roles in the project, and experience relevant to the project. [4000 character limit]

Evaluation and Reporting: Funded organizations will be provided with a standard participant evaluation to be used at all programs. MAR staff will provide training on other reporting requirements, including activity reports for each program, interim reports, and a final report. Demonstrate that you understand these requirements and how you plan to complete them. [2000 character limit]

Budget: See below for budget guidance. Complete budget spreadsheet template and submit as an attachment. In application, write a brief narrative justification for each expense. [4000 characters limit]

Proposal Submission
One electronic version of the proposal must be submitted to nnlmmar@pitt.edu. Please include the name of the award in the subject line. Applications are due by September 20, 2019 noon ET.

Evaluation Guidance:
* If applicable, activity reports will be required within 10 days of the event. A final report will be required no later than May 15, 2020.  Reports will be entered and submitted to the NLM data reporting system. Additionally, successful applicants may be asked to submit an interim report to ensure adequate progress of project goals. If the project includes training, technology improvement, or professional development activities, specific information must be submitted using forms provided by NNLM. The NNLM MAR will provide additional information on the online reporting system and accessing the system upon award. The project leader shall provide copies of all materials produced under the award, press releases, advertisements, photographs and articles for newsletters related to the project.  In accepting the award, the project leader gives permission for use of such materials by the NLM and NNLM. Applications should acknowledge agreement to comply with these requirements if funded. 

Budget Guidance:
Proposals must include a budget table or spreadsheet for the costs in each category. Include a narrative justification for budget items, explaining the purpose of each item in the project.
The budget estimate should be categorized by the following, as they apply:
· Personnel
· Equipment and Supplies
· Travel
· Consultant Costs (hourly rate)
· Other
· Direct Costs
· Indirect Costs (IDC) or Facilities and Administrative (F&A) Costs apply at your institution’s non-research rate (or, if your institution has no negotiated rate, a 10% Modified Total Direct Cost (MTDC) can be applied if you wish to claim it)
· Total cost of project

Funding restrictions:
· Food (with few exceptions), promotional items and furniture are not allowable expenses. Promotional items include, but are not limited to: clothing and commemorative items such as pens, mugs/cups, folders/folios, lanyards, and conference bags that are sometimes provided to visitors, employees, grantees, or conference attendees. 
· Food exceptions: Staff meal per diem during travel and food that is an integral part of the program, for example, supplies for a nutritional cooking class may be permitted.

The University of Pittsburgh will provide a sub-contract agreement for all approved projects. All subcontracts are cost reimbursement. Line item invoices must be submitted for reimbursement of expenditures. Institutions submit invoices monthly, based on satisfactory progress.

Application Review Information
 
Review and Selection of Proposals
Proposals will be reviewed by the NNLM MAR Review Committee. The Review Committee is made up of MAR staff and network members. 

Scored Review Criteria: 

Scoring will be based on the following criteria: Project Summary, Programming Description, Project Plan, Timeline, Personnel, Evaluation and Reporting, Budget, Program Materials

Criteria scoring will follow the point scale for each criteria’s line item (NOTE:  5 is the highest score – the higher the score the better.)
5 = Information is extremely relevant in support of NNLM goals as outlined in the award
4 = Information is good in support of NNLM goals as outlined in the award
3 = Information is satisfactory in support of NNLM goals as outlined in the award
2 = Information is marginal in support of NNLM goals as outlined in the award
1 = Information is poor and does not support NNLM goals as outlined in the award
 
A separate, Overall Impact Score (1-5 scale) will indicate reviewer recommendation for funding as follows:
5 = Excellent Application. The project will have major impact on NNLM goals.
4 = Project has strong potential to satisfy NNLM goals.
3 = Project has limited impact or there are concerns about the proposed plan or quality.
2 = Project will not advance the goals of NNLM. 
1 = Project does not fit in the Award goals and NNLM mission. 

Reviewer score sheets and comments will be shared with the applicant. If further clarification is needed, the applicant will be given 1 week to submit more information.
Applications with an average score of 3 or higher for each of the ten criteria AND an overall impact ranking of 4 or higher will be given priority until funds are expended. In the event that there are more worthy applications than available funds, efforts will be made to distribute programs across the region. At the discretion of the MAR Executive Director, previous awardees that did not comply with award requirements may not be funded regardless of score.

Per Section 8.2.1. - Right in Data (Publication and Copyrighting) of the NIH Grants Policy Statement, the NIH must be given a royalty-free, nonexclusive, and irrevocable license for the Federal government to reproduce, publish, or otherwise use any materials developed as a result of funding and to authorize others to do so for Federal purposes, i.e. the ongoing development of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine. Data developed by a subawardees/consortium participants and consultants are also subject to this policy.
