Patricia Bradley Professional Development Award 
Call for Applications
The National Network of Libraries of Medicine, South Central Region has established an annual professional development award in memory of Patricia Bradley, MLS, AHIP. This award is offered to a health information professional or student to encourage professional growth in the skills needed to reach underserved or underrepresented communities, Native American or indigenous populations. 

Patricia Bradley, MLS, AHIP, served as the Native and Distance Services Librarian for the University of New Mexico Health Sciences Center for fifteen years. Pat was a tireless champion working to improve the health literacy of communities within New Mexico and beyond. She partnered with community leaders throughout the Southwest to provide educational programming, outreach services and to increase Native American community health. Her extensive skills were acknowledged by the National Library of Medicine bestowing her with the DeBakey Award, the highest honor received for offering outstanding outreach programming.

NNLM Background: The mission of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine (NNLM) is to advance the progress of medicine and improve the public health by providing all U.S. health professionals with equal access to biomedical information and improving the public's access to information to enable them to make informed decisions about their health. 

The NNLM regional program is coordinated by the U.S. National Library of Medicine (NLM) and is carried out through a nationwide network of health science libraries and information centers. To accomplish the goals of the National Network of Libraries of Medicine, funding opportunities are offered by the NNLM SCR to provide resources to libraries, community based organizations, public health professionals, health educators, faith-based agencies, and other information partners throughout the South Central Region of the United States. States served by the NNLM SCR include Arkansas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas.
Eligibility
Individuals who live within the NNLM South Central Region (Arkansas, Louisiana, New Mexico, Oklahoma and Texas) and are affiliated with an NNLM SCR Network member institution are eligible to apply. (i.e. information professionals, public librarians, public health practitioners, community health workers, and others) Additionally, students enrolled in an ALA Accredited Library or Information Science Program are eligible to apply. 
Network membership is free and open to institutions providing health information. To apply for membership: https://nnlm.gov/scr/services/member.html
Funding
One (1) professional development, conference or training activities up to $3,000 will be awarded.


Period of Performance
May 15, 2020 – April 15, 2021

Deadline for Applications 
Applications must be received by February 14, 2020.  Professional Development activities, conferences, or training associated with this award must take place between May 15, 2020 – April 15, 2021. Applications will not be accepted after February 14, 2020, 5:00pm CST. 
Application Review Process
Applications will be reviewed by NNLM SCR staff. The applications will be given a score (0-50) based on the listed evaluation criteria in this CFA. The highest scored application will be funded as funding allows. Applicants will be notified of the status of their award application by March 1, 2020.

· A completed application form with essay component
· Copy of resume or curriculum vitae

Applicants are asked to speak to their passion for outreach to the population they hope to support with this professional development. How will this training ultimately be used to serve your community, and why do you want to serve them? Please keep essays 600 words or less. 
Potential Professional Development Opportunities
Funding will be provided to individuals interested in attending professional seminars, conferences, training sessions, and other continuing education opportunities in areas of outreach programming targeting underserved populations, connecting with Native American or indigenous communities.

Applications to attend MLA or an MLA chapter Annual Meeting will not be considered.
Budget Guidelines
This award is intended to cover the costs of professional development courses/conferences such as registration fees and travel expenses (airfare, hotel, per diem, etc.). Indirect costs are not allowed. Funding will be cost reimbursement.


Evaluation Criteria
Criteria for selection include: applicant's related job duties in this area (10 points); value of the information gained through the activity to the applicant’s institution (10 points); value of the information gained to the applicant’s career (10 points), written narrative (15 points), and quality of writing (5 points).  

Reporting Requirements
If applicable, activity and exhibit reports will be required within 10 days of the event. A final report will be required no later than May 15, 2021.  Reports will be entered and submitted to the NLM online reporting system. Additionally, successful applicants will be asked to contribute a blog post to the NNLM SCR Blogadillo in order to promote and raise awareness of their projects. 

If the project includes training, technology improvement, exhibiting/health fairs, or professional development activities, specific information must be submitted using forms provided by NNLM. The NNLM SCR will provide additional information on the online reporting system and accessing the system upon award. 

Publication and Publicity
The awardee shall acknowledge the support of the NLM in all publications, presentations, and posters by stating:
