The following information is directly from the Personnel Department:

Please remember, you are a county employee. As such, you are REQUIRED to be on call for service during emergencies. This is a condition of employment, not an option. There are only two reasons you may be exempt from service:

1. Your spouse is on duty during emergency call-out either with another County Department or some other primary response agency (such as law enforcement).

2. You have a medical condition that keeps you from working AT ALL. This would include performing your regular duties. If you can work your job, you are expected to work during an emergency.

The County will accept no other excuse, and I am not authorized to make any exceptions.

I know that we are all concerned about the possibility of another active hurricane season this year. If you have any additional questions or concerns about serving, speak to your supervisor now. 

We all need to be prepared to serve during hurricane season which begins June 1, or for any emergency which may arise.
